You Are My Witnesses

John White (1924-2002) was a medical missionary, psychiatry pro-
fessor, church planter and prolific author who wrote about faith
and outreach. He refuted the notion that being an effective witness
for Christ is akin to being a salesperson. Christians are representing
and sharing a person, he said, not touting a product.
