Jeremiah 26:8-15

*When Jeremiah had finished
speaking all that the Lorp had com-
manded him to speak to all the
people, then the priests and the
prophets and all the people laid
hold of him, saying, “You shall
die! *Why have vou prophesied
in the name of the Lornp, saying,
“This house shall be like Shiloh, and
this city shall be desolate, without
inhabitant™?"
